Chapter 6 Vocabulary

[bookmark: _GoBack]Ark of the Covenant The portable shrine built to hold the tablets on which Moses wrote the Law. It was a sign of God’s presence to the Israelites. Solomon built the Temple in Jerusalem to house the Ark.
establishment religion A religion that tends to support the power of the ruling class over the common people. In the case of the Israelite monarchy, it joined YHWH worship with the worship of other Canaanite gods. 
Jezebel A Canaanite princess, married to Ahab, one of the kings of the Northern Kingdom. She orchestrated the murder of Naboth in order to gain his property for her husband.
Judah The name of the Southern Kingdom after the splitting of the monarchy. It included the territory originally belonging to just two of the twelve tribes, Judah and Benjamin.
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Neo-Assyrian Empire A new empire in the Mesopotamian region that eventually conquered the Northern Kingdom, sending its ruling class into exile in 722 BC.
showbread The twelve loaves of bread presented on the altar every Sabbath as an offering to YWHW. The priests consumed the bread at the end of every week. (This is also sometimes called “shrewbread” but the pronunciation does not change.)
Ugarit An ancient city of the Canaanites that was discovered in 1928. Many texts were found there from which scholars have learned a great deal about the Canaanite religion.
