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In this assignment, students will learn about the Angelus prayer. Students will be given the 

prayer and will be expected to analyze it line-by-line. Students will re-word the prayer into 

their own prayerful language. The goal of this assignment is to familiarize students with this 

popular prayer and to enhance their understanding of its meaning.  
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The Angelus is a traditional Catholic prayer which finds its origin in the words of the Angel 

Gabriel to Mary at the Annunciation. This prayer is meant to be said communally, with a leader 

who will recite a line from Scripture and others who respond with a corresponding line. 

Together, all recite a Hail Mary. This is done three times during the day at dawn, noon, and dusk 

as a reminder of God’s presence in our daily tasks. The Angelus concludes with a petition for 

Mary to pray for us.
